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the nation. It was actually planned on paper—blueprinted
—before a building was erected. In 1849, the Hadley Falls
Co., forerunner of the present Holyoke Water Power Co.,
began development and expanding industry testifies to
its progressiveness. More than this, it too, is a city of
beautiful homes. It has fine hotels, and some of the best
restaurants in New England.

Its excellent downtown shopping area features newly-
developed off-street parking and all goods and services.

Chicopee Massachusetts is a thriving community of
over 58,000, comprised of 25.36 square miles bordering
the Connecticut River and crossed by the Chicopee River.

An industrial community, Chicopee is the home of
national business in the sporting industry and rubber in-
dustries. It’s industrial employment is estimated to be ap-
proximately 20,000, with an industrial community of well
over 120 firms in diversified lines.

The name Chicopee was derived from the Chicopee
River, which was named so, by the local Indians, long
before the advent of any white man.

The word Chicopee means, ‘“The Birch Bark Place.”

Chicopee was incorporated as a town in 1848 and as
a city in 1890.

Recreation Areas

Several state parks and reservations in the West-
over area offer personnel year-round recreation. Mount
Tom State Reservation, located just north of Holyoke, is
noted for bridle trails, picnic areas, outdoor theatres,
skating and skiing.

The Berkshire Hills, noted as one of the most scenic
spots in New England, are just a short drive from West-
over. Mohawk Trail, renowned as a vista of contrasting
colors in fall season, winds through the Berkshires.

In the summer season, recreational areas for swim-
ming and camping include Hampton Ponds, Lake Conga-
mond, Hampton Beach in New Hampshire, Chicopee
Municipal and Oxford Country Clubs.

Amusement Parks

Three large amusement parks are located in the
general Westover area. Mountain Park in Holyoke offers
the usual amusements plus weekly attractions of name
bands and specialty dances. A summer stock theater is
located in the park and present approximately ten pro-
ductions of Broadway shows.

Riverside Park is in Agawam just outside of Spring-
field. This park is noted for its many novelty rides as
well as special shows and picnic area. Szot Park, in
Chicopee, offers facilities for baseball, football, swim-
ming and picnicking, along with Chicopee Memorial
State Park.

Points of Interest

Local colleges and universities include Smith College
(female) in Northampton, Amherst College in Ambherst,
University of Massachusetts in North Amherst, Mt. Holy-
oke College in South Hadley (America’s first female col-
lege), American International College in Springfield,
Springfield College (birthplace of the sport of basketball),
The College of Our Lady of the Elms in Chicopee, Western
Massachusetts College of Pharmacy in Willimansett, and
a State Teacher College in Westfield.

Touring the Valley

Old roads corkscrew through tunnels of green, bring-
ing the traveler to such undisturbed towns as Deerfield.
Its main street, a mile long and shaded by some of the

noblest elms remaining in New England, is known as “‘the
most beautiful in America.” Fine old homes that were
built nearly three centuries ago have been carefully tend-
ed and restored, so painstakingly that the street looks
almost exactly as it did at the time of the Indian raids in
the early 18th century.

The town was settled about 1673. Indians ambushed
and massacred 64 of the village men in 1675 by a stream
now known as Blood Brook. In February, 1704, 200 French
and Indians stormed over the stockade in a surprise, pre-
dawn attack. They put the buildings to the torch and the
291 men, women and children were either murdered or
forced to march 300 miles into slavery in Canada.

News of the restoration of the historic homes and
buildings draws visitors from all over the country. Towns-
people courteously open their homes to the public.
Notable among the renowned preparatory schools of the
world is Deerfield Academy.

Another example of disappearing Americana is the
covered wooden bridge. Though seldom found elsewhere,
there are no less than six old ones in the Pioneer Valley—
at the towns of Ashfield, Conway, Colrain, Charlemont,
Grenfield and Old Hadley.

Speaking of Hadley, the Farm Museum in this town
contains a collection of farm equipment that traces the
evolution of agriculture in the Pioneer Valley from colonial
days. There’s also the Porter-Phelps-Huntington Fouse.
Built in 1752 and untouched since 1799, this homestead is
furnished with family antiques, colonial museum pieces
and historic documents. The First Congregational Church
is surmounted by a Christopher Wren spire.

Among other towns with great attraction for visitors
are Ashfield, which has Chapel Falls with its 300-foot
cascade of water over a solid rock bed; Cummington,
home of William Cullen Bryant and site of a museum con-
taining momentoes of his early boyhood; Gill, where visi-
tors can see dinosaur footprints preserved in rock; Hamp-
den, home of Thornton Burgess, noted author of the Peter
Rabbit stories.

Indian relics are on display at the Hubbard Memorial
Library in Ludlow, Leyden has its Balancing Rock,
Jacob’s Well, Old Rock Chair and other famous rock for-
mations, Northfield is noted for its two-mile long Main
Street that is lined with stately old colonial homes and
double rows of stately elms, and Westfield is the site of
three noted art and historical museums.

No traveler need pass hungry through the Pioneer
Valley, for this is the area of the country inn where a
hearty meal is a tradition, not a transaction. The cooking,
generally excellent and offered at a wide range of prices,
is New England-style, though more and more restaurants
serving European foods are being opened.

A traveler will have no difficulty working up an appe-
tite, because the Valley is a summer and winter play-
ground. Lakes and streams dot the land everywhere
(Ashfield, a noted summer resort, is called “Little Switzer-
land) and golf courses, tennis courts, trails, camping sites
and bridle paths are in, or near, every one of the 73
towns in the valley.
